Are there indigenous peoples in this society?

What kind of social organization does this society have (e.g., class
system, family structure, etc.) ?

What religions predominate in this society?

What languages are spoken in this society?

What are some of the important values of people living in this society?
Are indigenous peoples in this society preserving their cultures?
What styles of visual art does this society have?

How do people express themselves in music and dance?

What kind of literature does this society have?

What kind of educational system does this society have?
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Do most people receive a high school education in this society?

Is this society losing some aspects of its traditional culture or ways of life? (. 10f 2)
How is this society being affected by the cultures of the western
developed nations?

What kinds of homes do people live in? What types of architecture do
they have?
