“¡Nos alegramos de verte de nuevo!”*  is a common expression to
greet people when you see them again. We are pleased to have
you with us again.  In Grade 10 Spanish, you will continue
exploring the Spanish language and culture.

Grade 10 Spanish is the second course in a four-part Senior
Years Spanish international language series. This course is
equivalent to one credit.

The aim of Grade 10 Spanish is to further develop your
receptive and productive language skills to understand and be
understood in Spanish.

By the end of this course you should be able to listen, read,
write, and speak in Spanish at an intermediate level of
proficiency.

As in Grade 9 Spanish, in this course you will continue learning
about the richness of Hispanic culture. Learning a new
language is also about discovering a culture and trying to
understand it. Spanish is among the five languages with the
most native speakers in the world. In travel, business, sports, or
work situations, your knowledge of  Spanish will provide you
with new opportunities for growth, both personally and
professionally. It will also provide you with a better
understanding of the Hispanic culture, language, and heritage.

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This student guide will help you use the modules which
comprise the course. Read it carefully. Keep it handy to assist
you throughout your learning experience.

Please check your course materials to ensure they are complete.
You should have eight modules, an answer key, a package with
mail-in exercises, a glossary, and four cassettes with eight audio
components (one audio component [side] per module). Order the
audiocassettes from the Independent Study Program (ISP #1032
20G 003). Play the first five seconds of each audiocassette to
make sure they work properly. Skim through the contents and
try to find a pattern in the organization of modules 1 through 8.
Use this study guide to learn more about the course and the
working schedule.

You are responsible for the purchase of blank, standard
audiocassette tapes that you send to the tutor/marker for
evaluation.

¿Qué hay en cada módulo?

The modules in Grade 10 Spanish have the same format. Each
module is based on a general topic that guides the vocabulary
and the readings. Each module has four sections.

• Sección una introduces new vocabulary and pronunciation.
You will observe the vocabulary in context throughout the
module. After reviewing this section, listen to a portion of
the audiocassette to practise your pronunciation. You are not
expected to pronounce perfectly at the beginning; the aim is
to listen to Spanish and practise speaking. Study time in
this section is approximately one hour (equivalent to one
lesson).
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• Sección dos contains grammatical structures, exercises,
and readings. Basic grammar rules will be presented along
with dialogues, poems, visuals, advertisements, and
readings — material to help you enjoy your learning!  There
are seven lessons per module in this section. Study time for
each lesson is approximately one hour.

• Sección tres introduces idioms and other expressions.
Idioms and expressions were also in sección dos, but here
they will be listed for review and new ones will be included.
You will have an opportunity to focus on awareness of
appropriate language and behaviour. Study time is
approximately one hour.

• Sección cuatro contains tips about what you are learning,
activities to practise, and other aids to help you review the
module and the corresponding audiocassettes. It includes a
progress self-test to monitor your learning. Study time is
approximately one hour for each lesson; however, the self-test
may take you longer.

The four secciones complement each other. They have been
divided to facilitate your study and location of information.

The answer key will be your reference to check your exercises. It
contains the answer keys for the module exercises and the
audiocassettes.

In modules 3, 4, 5, and 8, you will find exercises that must be
sent to your tutor/marker. Each of those assignments will have
a value of 10% of the total mark of the course. The tutor/marker
will send them back to you with feedback. You will find the
sheets to send the tutor/marker in the mail-in exercises
package.
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You should become acquainted with the three course graphics.

Audiocassette — This indicates that you are
required to listen to or record an activity on an
audiocassette tape. The listening tapes will be
identified on the label. Your recording must be done
on standard audiocassettes, since the Independent
Study Option is not equipped to handle dictaphone
cassettes. Please include the course name and
number, your name, and the date on the labels of
your audiocassette tapes that you send to the
tutor/marker for evaluation.

Mail-in Assignment — This icon directs you to
mail a particular assignment to the tutor/marker.

Note — This icon appears when there is a
direction or explanation that you should follow.

You may have your own unique method of studying. The
following idiom expresses how individuals study: Cada uno
sabe cómo matar sus pulgas. The literal translation of this
idiom sounds funny because usually idioms cannot be translated
literally: Each person has his or her way to kill fleas. In
English, you would probably say: There is more than one
way to skin a cat.

If you have taken Grade 9 Spanish or another similar course
through independent study, you already have had the
experience of being in complete control of your learning. If you
are new to independent study, the following practical tips about
studying by yourself may be helpful.

The absence of a teacher means you have the responsibility and
flexibility to organize your time which certainly has advantages,
especially if you work or have other obligations that do not allow
you to go to class. On the other hand, you need to organize
yourself.

There are eight self-tests to help you monitor your learning.
Two mandatory examinations, a midterm and a final, evaluate
your progress. Each examination has an oral section to be
recorded on a blank audiocassette tape. 

The midterm examination covers modules 1 to 4. The final
examination is cumulative but emphasizes modules 5 to 8.

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Once you have established your working area, designed your
schedule, and are ready to start, read the objectives (objetivos)
for each module carefully. If necessary, review the vocabulary,
grammar, and examples provided. Remember the following
steps from Grade 9 Spanish. It is important to

• imagine yourself in the same situations and/or settings of the
topics selected for each module

• study a few words of the vocabulary at a time by

— reading one word or sentence silently and then repeating
it aloud

— copying some of the words as you say them

(To test your word memory, cover the English first, then the
Spanish.)

• read the instructions carefully for each exercise (study and
follow the strategies that illustrate how to do the exercise)

• complete the exercise without referring to the material you
have just studied

• complete the exercise and check your answers against the
answer key (if you make mistakes and cannot understand
why, go back to the relevant lesson and read it again — the
help section  [Lección 1] reviews the material)

• proceed to the next exercise when at least 80% of your work
is correct (it is better to study the appropriate lesson and
repeat the exercise to make sure that you understand the
material)

Estrategias para la lectura

Specific points to remember include

• reading is for comprehending;  without understanding it is
merely drilling sounds or decoding letters to sounds

• when reading Spanish, use your English reading skills to
— search for particular information
— get an overview of the main ideas
— guess the meaning from the context using titles to

provide information
— use your previous knowledge or experiences

• reading comprehension strategies that are often used
automatically and unknowingly
— predicting the meaning or the information that follows in

what you are reading
— forming mental images (reading is an active process in

which the reader interprets the reading with prior
knowledge, connecting prior knowledge with new
information. If you read something about independent
study, for example, you might have a mental image of
Grade 9 Spanish and recall the tapes and written
material. You compared the new information about
independent study with what you knew about the topic)

— relating ideas in the text; try to find analogies

— anticipating questions or examples that can be done at
the end of the reading

— asking questions about what you are reading

— identifing the main ideas

— rereading passages or changing your reading rhythm
(more or less quickly)

— enlarging your vocabulary
— identifying words you do not know

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This example will help clarify the process of reading. There will
be more about names and surnames in module 6. New names
can be fun. It will be useful for you to understand why they
seem so long.

When first reading a phrase, sentence, dialogue, or passage,
read it silently and carefully to understand the print. Try
reading it again to understand or guess the words that do not
make sense. When consulting a dictionary or the vocabulary
section of this material, read it a third time. Make sure that the
first reading gave you the proper sense of the material.

At the beginning, this will be a conscious process. Eventually, it
will become automatic. As you progress, you will not need to
read it as many times for understanding. The idea is that you
should read extensively to get the main ideas. You might still be
translating Spanish into English at the beginning, but you
should be trying to think more in Spanish. At the end of this
course, you should be able to read in Spanish.

When the reading of a piece makes sense, try reading it aloud.
Tape your voice and listen to your pronunciation. You can also
create situations or dialogues and practice with friends.

Most of all, relax and enjoy your reading.

Pronunciación (repaso)

The basic pronunciation charts from Grade 9 Spanish are
located below. Keep them handy when you practise
pronunciation. Try to tape your own voice to monitor your
pronunciation.

The way Spanish is written and pronounced are similar;
however, be aware that not all Spanish sounds have an exact
equivalent in English.

• Most words that end in a vowel, n, or s bear the stress on the
next to the last syllable:

• Most words ending in a consonant other than n or s bear the
stress on the last syllable:

Exceptions to these two rules are indicated by a written
accent on the stress syllable:
árbol lámpara música ridículo

• The written accent is also used to distinguish words that
have the same spelling but different meanings:
el (the) él (he) mas (but) más (more)

Keep in mind that you will make mistakes speaking Spanish  —
it is only natural. The more you listen and practise, the fewer
mistakes you will make. That is why you should look for every
opportunity to listen to Spanish movies, television, or radio
programs, and Spanish-speaking people.
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As in every language spoken by a large number of people, there
are differences in pronunciation and vocabulary according to the
country and region. Just think of English and the different
accents you can distinguish, including the vocabulary and
expressions used in different English-speaking countries. For
example, in London people refer to the underground, in New
York a similar transportation system is called the subway; in
San Francisco it is BART, and in Washington, DC, the metro. In
Spanish speaking countries, similar things happen. For
example,  a small bus is a liebre in Chile and a micro in Peru.

This course provides some examples of different vocabulary and
expressions from different countries. Regarding accents, when
listening to the audiocassette tapes of the course, try to identify
the differences and become familiar with them. Another good
way to train your ear is to listen to songs in Spanish sung by
people from different Spanish-speaking countries, and then
compare them.

You are now ready begin module 1. The instructions for
the exercises are in Spanish. The Glossary will be helpful
if you have difficulty with some of the words.

What are cognates? Cognates (cognados in Spanish) are technical
words used to refer to identical or similar words in spelling and
meaning.  Spanish and English have many identical or very
similar words in spelling and meaning.  If you can recognize
cognates and guess their meaning, it will help to increase your
reading vocabulary in Spanish.

Ejemplo:
Spanish English
actor actor
cable cable
artístico artistic
región region
accidente accident

Do not try to memorize all these cognates; just get familiar with
them.

How did you feel when you read the titles and readings? You know
more Spanish than what you thought!

Before looking at the list of cognates, remember that words may
look similar but may not sound alike. It is important to remember
that when you try to pronounce the following Spanish words.

Pronunciation Tips
• Spanish words that end in -or and in -al are stressed on the

last syllable.
Example:  ac tor, ac ci den tal

• Spanish words that end in -ble, -ente or -ante are stressed
on the next to the last syllable.
