The grade 2 and 3 students will all maintain their gains in Reading and in Writing. 
	ELI was offered in every school with grade one students in the school division

A total of 18% of the grade one population was included in ELI. 

Of the students who completed their lesson series by June, 2008:  80% of those students rejoined the average band in their classroom; 15% were recommended for long term support in literacy; 3% of the students moved before completing their lessons and 2% were progressing but unable to continue lessons due to attendance issues

Those students who were monitored to the end of gr 2 showed that 11 of the 12 were in the average or above average group in the classroom in reading and 9 of the 12 were in the average or above average group in writing.

Those students who were monitored to the end of gr 3 showed that 8 of the 10 were in the average or above average group in reading and 8 of the 10 were in the average or above average group in writing. At least 20% of the lowest achieving grade 1 students will be included

85% of the students will discontinue their lesson series and join the average band in their classroom

Students with poor attendance will be targeted by the school team to improve the rate of absenteeism so that there are no grade one students with issues surrounding attendance.

Grade 2 and 3 students previously included in the Intervention will all be working within the average band of their class.
	     
The lowest achieving students included will have been identified by using the six tasks from the Observation Survey of Early Literacy Achievement.  The same tool will be used to re-assess the students at the end of their lesson series.  Students who discontinued their lesson series will achieve the following minimum score on each of the six tasks:
1. Letter Identification:  53/54

2. Concepts About Print:  21/24

3. Word Reading:  14/15

4. Writing Vocabulary  46

5. Hearing and Recording Sounds in Words 36/37

6. Text Reading Level 16

7. Students will also be assessed using the Burt Word Reading text and will score within their age band
