	Reading Recovery was offered in every school with grade one students in the school division

A total of 20% of the grade one population was included in Reading Recovery  , as well as 5 grade two students who were carrying their lessons over into the  2007-2008 school year

Those students who were monitored to the end of gr 2 showed that 11 of the 12 were in the average or above average group in the classroom in reading and 9 of the 12 were in the average or above average group in writing.

Those students who were monitored to the end of gr 3 showed that 8 of the 10 were in the average or above average group in reading and 8 of the 10 were in the average or above average group in writing.  One student had moved away.
	School Division X Results for 2007-2008
Of the students who completed their lesson series by June, 2008:  80% of those students rejoined the average band in their classroom; 15% were recommended for long term support in literacy; 3% of the students moved before completing their lessons and 2% were progressing but unable to continue lessons due to attendance issues

· 85% of the children who concluded their lesson series were discontinued from Reading Recovery and joined the average band in their class by reading at text level 16 or higher, achieving minimum scores of 53/54 

· 4% of the children moved prior to completing their lesson series

· 11% of the children who concluded their lesson series were recommended for longer term support in literacy

· There were  10 students who had their lesson series carried over into the grade two year.  Their results will be reported in the 2008-2009 report.
