INTERVIEW QUESTIONNAIRE

Notes for the Selection Committee

STUDENT FILE
· The file on the student whose name has been chosen consists of two documents: the Application Form (completed by the candidate and his or her family) and the Interview Questionnaire (including the file summary completed by the school coordinator of the program).
· The school division or the school shall forward to the Bureau de l’éducation française (BEF), a division of the Manitoba Department of Education, four copies of the student's file: one original and three copies. See the Application Form for details regarding the photos.
· Any missing signature on the consent forms, or any missing response, false statement or discriminatory remark on the Application Form or Interview Questionnaire may lead to the student being rejected as a candidate.

INTERVIEW

· The school division or school shall forward typewritten copies of the completed Interview Questionnaire to the BEF. 

· The selection committee shall be made up of at least two persons, one representing the school and the other, the school division. If a member of the candidate family is employed by the school or the school division, every effort must be made to form a committee without ties to the candidates.
· The selection committee must meet with the candidate’s parents or guardians at the residence where the student from the other province will be staying. In the event of a change of residence before the student arrives, a representative of the school or the school division must visit the new residence.
· The interview must be carried out in three stages:

1. Part A: personal interview with the student in the school
2. Part B: home interview with the parents or guardians, in the absence of the student
3. Part C: home interview with the student and his or her parents or guardians
· It will be up to the selection committee to decide how long each interview should be.

INTERVIEW OBJECTIVES

· To assess the student’s motivation: Is the family pushing the student to participate? Does the student genuinely want to participate? Is the student well aware of the obligations and extra work involved in the program?
· To assess the student’s adaptability: Will the student be able to live in the other province for three months, and deal with its inherent challenges? Will the student be able to host his or her partner for the same length of time? Does the student have interpersonal skills? Responsibility for “loosening up” an inhibited teenager should not be imposed on the host community. A student who is reserved and shy in Manitoba will be even more so in the other province.
· To assess the student’s family: Does the Manitoba family present all the necessary moral recommendations for hosting a teenager for three months? Are living conditions in the host residence acceptable (cleanliness, hygiene, bed for the partner, etc.)? Do some members seem reluctant to live side-by-side with an Anglophone or Francophone teenager for three months?
	Note:
	The Department of Education of participating provinces will not consider a student without a prior interview between the student’s family and at least one representative of the school board and the school or private educational institution. No exceptions will be made for any reason. This rule applies in particular to children of employees of the school or school division. Any departure from this rule may lead to the school being excluded from the six-month student exchange program.

	

	SUBMISSION OF COMPLETED FILE TO THE DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION

The completed file is to be submitted to the Bureau de l’éducation française as follows:

· Pages 1 and 2 of the Interview Questionnaire are to be removed.

· The file must contain the three documents stapled together in the following order:

1. the File Summary (this page must be filled out by the school coordinator of the program);

2. the Application Form (filled out by the student);

3. the Interview Questionnaire (filled out by the school coordinator).

· The original file and the photocopies must be legible and all the questions answered.

· The requested photos are to be included.

· The original file and the three copies are to be bound together with a rubber band.
· The $200 registration fee will only be collected in April or May once the child has been matched with a student in Québec.

Any breach of this condition will lead to cancellation of the exchange.

	Even if the student is selected as a candidate and his or her name officially submitted by the school and the school division to the Department of Education, the latter will consider that the student has been accepted only after he or she has been matched with a partner and all the parties have given their consent.

	3.
	If successful with pairing a student, each family member residing in the household, over 18 years old, must undergo a Criminal Record Check and Child Abuse Registry Check before the beginning of the exchange. 

	4.
	The student participating in the exchange program must do the schoolwork required by the authorities in the host school, rather than that of the Manitoba school.  

	5.
	Students are strictly forbidden to receive visits from their Manitoba friends during their stay in the other province. This restriction applies in particular to students who have a boyfriend or girlfriend.

	6.
	Visiting extended family members or friends of the family is discouraged, especially if it involves lengthy travel without supervision.

	7.
	Missing courses in the host school without a valid reason approved by the relevant authorities is prohibited.

	8.
	The application fee is reimbursable only if the Manitoba student has not been matched.
