	When asked what they were learning, some students could not express their thoughts clearly.  They knew the purpose of the activity but were not sure of where it was going.

	Questions I asked the teacher to reflect on
	When questioned about the purpose of this activity, she said that it was to build technical skills in the use of Inspiration and to build comprehension and analysis within a scientific framework.
I left her with the question – How can this activity or future activity be addressed in the affective domain?
