Oral communication - Students:

Prior to any lesson, the teacher consults the Can do statements
and the linguistic content in order to plan the oral modeling and
contextualization. This allows the teacher to stimulate authentic
interactions. For example, the teacher introduces the plan of

the school. He uses visuals to describe the different rooms in the
building and the personnel who work in these rooms. For example,
Voici le plan de notre école. Voici la bibliotheque, le gymnase et le
bureau. Quelles sont les différentes salles dans I’école? Later, he
models another linguistic structure that introduces the staff who
work in the various rooms. Voici le bureau. Mme Cooper travaille
dans le bureau. Qui travaille dans le bureau?

After the students have used and reused the modeled structures,
the teacher takes the students on a tour of the school to describe
the school’s layout. During the tour, he introduces the role of each
staff member. Voici la bibliotheque. Mme Hutchings travaille a la
bibliothéque. Elle est bibliothécaire.

The students participate in other oral activities to extend and
consolidate their learning. They then are ready to create a layout
of their actual or ideal school using the medium of their choosing.
They present orally their projects.

Extension activity: students can offer a tour of the school and
describe each staff member. Or students can write riddles
(devinettes) to describe school personnel and share them with their
classmates.

Suggestions on Integrating Culture

The teacher can read the sections about school in the book
Voyages francophones, so that the students can better understand
the school system in a few Francophone countries.

The teacher can also model one of the post-reading activities in the
appendix. Then the students can do their own response and share
it with a classmate.

Please note that prior to any reading or writing activity, the teacher
contextualizes the learning situation orally.

@ NOTE: When learning and using new structures and expressions (linguistic content), learning situations are highly structured with ample modeling by the teacher. As students
progress, they are able to use familiar structures and expressions with more and more autonomy, thus allowing for the gradual release of responsibility.
