These suggested activities are a starting point for further unit
development. Prior to any lesson, the teacher consults the Can do
statements and the linguistic content in order to plan the oral modeling
and contextualization. This allows the teacher to stimulate authentic
interactions.

In this particular learning situation, the teacher introduces the concept
of recycling with an actual box for recycling. He models the first four
examples of linguistic structures found in the next column, one structure
at a time, during consecutive lessons. He ensures that the students have
ample opportunities to use and reuse each structure.

Students participate in other oral activities to extend and consolidate
their learning. For example, students conduct surveys to find out what is
being recycled at school and at home. Students categorize the objects to
determine which material is recycled the most. Students identify the most
commonly found garbage in students’ lunch bags and then calculate the
amount of that garbage. The results can be presented in graph form.

Once the students have consolidated their learning in regards to
recycling, the teacher can introduce the concepts of reducing and
reusing. The resources listed will guide the students so that they can
present orally what they do at school and at home to integrate the 3 Rs
in their daily life.

Suggestions on Integrating Culture

Please note that prior to any reading or writing activity, the teacher
contextualizes the learning situation orally.

Using the book O Canada, the teacher guides the students through an
exploration of the images that represent the provinces and territories
of Canada. Then the students illustrate their favourite place in Canada
reusing found objects and recycled paper. They present their project
explaining how it represents their chosen location and how they

have incorporated the three Rs. Or the teacher can read the book,
Structures: Canada, which describes how the Canadian environment
has influenced the Francophone culture. The teacher can also model
one of the post-reading activities in the appendix. Then the students
write their own response and share it with a classmate.

@ NOTE: When learning and using new structures and expressions (linguistic content), learning situations are highly structured with ample modeling by the teacher. As students
progress, they are able to use familiar structures and expressions with more and more autonomy, thus allowing for the gradual release of responsibility.
