She subsequently wrote a play in three acts about
his early childhood, attending residential school, and his career as an artist as an adult. Prior to writing the
play, Zola investigated Playwriting 101 using a tutorial. Please see attached for a list of resources she used.

Mathematics: Zola switched from Bob Jones University: Algebra to the Applied Math 30S through InformNet. She did have
some difficulties with the course, particularly with the units on quadratic functions and trigonometry. However, in
the unit about scales of measurement, Zola created an accurate scale model of a historical building and received
an Al We are so proud of her. Zola is considering Essential Math 40S for Grade 12 instead of Applied Math 40S.

Science: She really enjoyed learning about zoology this year. She was able to describe the diversity of animal life.
Drawing upon this knowledge, Zola gave specific examples of the physiological adaptations, development,
reproduction, and behavior of animals. Her learning inspired her to volunteer at the Winnipeg Zoo this year.
She is really enjoying putting her knowledge into practice.

She completed her Social Studies in the first half of the school year. However, due to Zola’s interest in First Nations Peoples of
Manitoba, she chose to complete a research project. Using resources from the Province of Manitoba, The Manitoba Historical
Society, and Crown-Indigenous Relations and Northern Affairs Canada. Zola compared and contrasted messaging from
government to the experiences described by elders from our community.
