Suggestions for Instruction

Use appropriate language 

Children's literature to illustrate the terms likely, unlikely, expect, probably.

Children use frame sentences using appropriate language. 

e.g. 
The game was likely played by Aboriginal people.


I expect that I can flip more red than blue.


I can probably get red most of the time.

Students practice predicting and recording actual results.

Teacher asks students to flip a four sided stick 10 times for 3 rounds and to record the results on a tally sheet.

Students predict what the results will be before starting to play the game.

 E.g. I will flip more​​​​ ​​​____________ than _______________.              

Students predict the results after 15 flips and test their prediction.

E.g. I predict that after 15 flips, I will have flipped ____________________.             

Teacher asks the students for a prediction of class results, than collects all of the results and everyone records the results from the data onto a bar graph. E.g. The class predict that their will be more red than any other side.

Students answer the question: Does it become easier to predict as the game goes on? Why or why not? 
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
