	Notes for the Selection Committee


	STUDENT REGISTRATION FILE


· The student registration file consists of two documents: the Application Form (completed by the candidate and his or her family) and the Interview Questionnaire (including the file summary completed by the liaison teacher, responsible for the exchange program at the school).
	INTERVIEW


· The selection committee should be made up of at least two persons, one representing the school and the other, if possible, representing the school division. If a member of the candidate’s family is employed by the school or school division, every effort must be made to form a committee without ties to the candidate.
· The selection committee must conduct an interview with the candidate and his or her parents or guardians at the residence where the student from the other province will be staying. Please note that the selection committee will need to conduct two interviews if the Québec student will be staying in different residences in Manitoba. In the event of a change of residence before the student’s arrival, a representative of the school or school division must visit the new residence.
· It will be up to the selection committee to decide how much time the interview should take.
	INTERVIEW OBJECTIVES


· To assess the student’s motivation: Is the family pushing the student to participate? Does the student genuinely want to participate? Is the student well aware of the obligations and extra work involved in the exchange program?
· To assess the student’s adaptability: Will the student be able to live in the other province for three months and to deal with its inherent challenges? Will the student be able to host his or her partner for the same length of time? Does the student have interpersonal skills? A student who is reserved and shy in Manitoba will be even more so in the other province.
· To assess the student’s family: Does the Manitoba family present all the necessary moral recommendations for hosting a teenager for three months? Are living conditions in the host residence acceptable (e.g., cleanliness, hygiene, bed for the partner, etc.)? Do some members seem reluctant to live side-by-side for three months with a teenager from another province?
	SUBMISSION OF THE STUDENT REGISTRATION FILE TO THE DEPARTMENT 


The student registration file is to be submitted to the Bureau de l’éducation française as follows:

· Pages 1 and 2 of “Interview Questionnaire” are to be removed.

· The file must contain the documents below stapled together in the following order:

1. Interview Questionnaire – File Summary (filled out by the liaison teacher);

2. Application Form (filled out by the student);

3. Interview Questionnaire – Interview with the student and his or her parents or guardians (filled out by the liaison teacher);
4. Interview Questionnaire – Selection Committee’s Final Evaluation
· All documentation must be legible and all the questions answered. The requested photos are to be included.

· Any missing signatures on the consent forms, or any missing responses, false statements or discriminatory remarks on the Application Form or Interview Questionnaire may lead to the student being rejected as a candidate.

	GUIDELINES TO BE READ TO PARENTS OR GUARDIANS AT THE END OF THE INTERVIEW

	1.
	If your family agrees to participate in the exchange program, at least one of the parents or guardians must be in continuous residence at the home during the Québec student’s three-month stay in Manitoba and your child’s stay in the other province. Any breach of this condition could lead to cancellation of the exchange.

	2.
	Even if the student is selected as a candidate and his or her name is officially submitted to the Department of Education by the school and the school division, the acceptance of the application will only be recognized once the pairing has been accepted, when all parties involved have given their consent.

	3.
	Each family member residing in the household, over 18 years old, must undergo a Criminal Record Check and Child Abuse Registry Check. In the case of share custody, all adults 18 years of age and older in the home (s) will also have to carry out their Criminal record and Child Abuse checks. A false declaration could result in the cancellation of the exchange. The documents must be sent to the Department by the end of May.

	The student participating in the exchange program must do the schoolwork required by the authorities in 
the host school, rather than that of the Manitoba school.

	Students are strictly forbidden to receive visits from their Manitoba friends during their stay in the other province. This restriction applies in particular to students who have a boyfriend or girlfriend.

	Visiting extended family members or friends of the family is discouraged, especially if it involves lengthy travel without supervision.

	Missing courses in the host school without a valid reason approved by the relevant authorities is prohibited.
