	Walk-through Context
	Grade(s): One       Subject: ELA            Location: computer lab
Purpose of the learning experience (curricular context): Students were working on a number of tasks. Some were working on Sight Words practicing their word ID skills. Others were working on Tux Paint.



	What I saw
	Engagement: Students were very focused on what they were doing. They worked either independently or with another student (collaborating on the creation and use of Tux Paint tools)

Instruction: Little instruction was needed as the class had gone through this type of task previously.

Motivation and Confidence: Students were focused and enjoying the activity. The classroom teacher walked the room observing students work and assisting others when difficulties either technical or conceptual arose.



	What I heard
	The room was very quiet as students were focused and on task. Students talked to one another to share what they had done, to ask for assistance or to find out how someone had created something in the program they were using.

	Students new what they had to do, but were not really sure why.
